Guardian Deva wants me always to be a good child of Lord Siva.
He is near me when I play, when I study, when I sleep. He sees me
all the time. He protects me. He usually will not talk to me. But I
can feel him. He helps me know what is the right thing to do. He
helps me know when I am doing a bad thing. Always he tries to
help. He never tries to trick me. My Deva protects me from dan-
ger. He chases off the asuras which might come to hurt me. He
helps me with my schoolwork and exams. I do not want to do bad
things such as become angry, fight or steal. If I do, it is difficult for
my Deva to see and help me.

I can most easily pray to my Guardian Deva in the home shrine. I
light a lamp and incense. I ring the puja bell. He hears the bell and
sees the light. I sit very quietly, and he will come to my side. I do
not need to speak, or even to think. I just feel his presence. Then
he is able to help me more. He will help me be good and closer to
God.

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8. The Three Bonds

God created our soul. Like God, our soul is perfect. But we do not
know this. It takes many lives to learn that we are perfect just as
God is perfect. It takes many lives to know that we are one with
God, just as the river is one with the ocean.

By God’s grace, our soul is created with three bonds. These three
bonds prevent us from knowing that we are perfect. The first bond
is anava. The second is karma. The third is maya. Because of anava,
we mistakenly think we are separate from God. That is our soul’s
first bond. Because of karma, whatever action we do returns to us:
good for good, bad for bad. That is our soul’s second bond. Because
of maya, we believe this world of form in which we live is real. We
think it is different than God Siva. This is our soul’s third bond. The
three bonds are God’s grace to protect our soul when it is young.
They do not let us stray too far from God. The purpose of our life is
to advance spiritually. Gradually we overcome the three bonds to
become closer to God.

The three bonds are not “Original Sin.” They are not bonds caused
because we or our ancestors did something wrong, or broke God’s
law. The three bonds are not the work of the “devil.” The three
bonds are not God’s punishment. God does not love us less be-
cause we are held in these three bonds.

How long does it take to know we are one with God? What are the
soul’s three bonds? What is anava? What is karma? What is maya?
Are the three bonds caused by breaking God’s law?

The purpose of life is to advance spiritually.

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9. Dharma

Dharma is God’s law. When God created the universe, he created
laws to govern it. Those laws govern everything from the stars in
the sky to the rocks beneath our feet. Those laws govern us too. If
we follow those laws, we become a better person. We advance spiri-
tually. We make sukarma, good karma. If we do not, we do not be-
come a better person. We make kukarma, bad karma. We do not
advance spiritually.

There are four kinds of dharma:

Universal Dharma (Rita Dharma) is God’s intelligence within the
physical universe. Look at the order of nature. The coconut tree al-
ways yields a coconut tree. A lotus always creates another lotus,
not a rose.

Social Dharma (Varna Dharma) is how we should live in society. It
is our duty and responsibility to other people. It governs our occu-
pation in life. It governs our duty to our country, to our commu-
nity and to our family.

Human Dharma (Ashrama Dharma) is that we live our life in four
stages. First we are a student. Then we are a householder with a
family. Then we become an elder advisor. Finally we spend fulltime
in religious study and practices.

Personal Dharma (Svadharma) is our personal law. Our personal
dharma is the best way to live our life. It depends upon all our
past karmas. It depends upon the country, race and family we are
born in. Our teachers and elders can advise us what is best for us.

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10. Karma

Karma is a central principle of Hinduism. It is the law of cause and
effect, or of action and reaction. We say that karma is a law of the
mind, just as gravity is a law of the physical world. We throw a
stone in the air. Because of gravity, the stone comes back to the
earth. We do a good action. Because of the law of karma, a good
action comes back to us. We do a bad action. By the same law, a
bad action comes back to us.

We say we “create karma.” Karma is not quite like gravity, where
the reaction is immediate. It can take a short time or a long time
for the reaction to come back to us. Some reactions come back in
this life, some in our future lives. Deep in our soul all of this accu-
mulated karma, good (sukarma) and bad (kukarma), is stored.
Each lifetime we experience some of it, good and bad. And each
lifetime we create some more, good and bad.

We call the accumulated karma sanchita karma. The karma we will
experience in this lifetime is prarabdha karma. The new karma we
create is kriyamana karma.

Karma is not “fate.” Fate means something that is going to happen
to you, but you did not cause it. We ourselves caused the karma
that will happen to us. It is possible through spiritual practices,
God’s love and the grace of the satguru to get rid of bad karma be-
fore it comes back.

What kind of law is karma? Do good and bad actions return to us?
How soon does a karma come back? Do we experience our karma all
at once? What are the three kinds of karma? Why is karma not fate?
How can we get ride of bad karma?

We live again
and again. In each life we try to live according to God’s law, the
law of dharma. But when our soul is young, we may not live ac-
cording to dharma. We do good things and bad things, which
makes good and bad karma (sukarma and kukarma). According to
our total karma, good and bad, we get a better or worse birth in
our next life.

In one life we are poor, but always share our food. In our next life
we are not so poor. In one life we are a thief. In our next life all we
have is stolen from us.

After we die in each life, we go to the Antarloka. There the devas
help us understand what we did right and what we did wrong in
our last life. After many years in the Antarloka, we choose a new
family and return to another birth.

Where does our soul live after it is created? Do we face a final judge-
ment? How do we get a better birth? How do we get a worse birth?
Where do we go after we die? Do we choose our family?

God is in everyone. I show that I know this when I do namaskara.
I place my palms together in front of me, elbows in, hands close to
the chest, thumbs side by side or right crossed over left. This hand
position is called anjali mudra. I bow and nod my head slightly
and say, “Namaskara.” By this I mean, “I know that God is in you.”
I show I have reverence for others. I revere them because God is
within them.

I do namaskara when I greet my parents. I do namaskara when I
meet elders, whether I know them or not. I do namaskara when I
meet a holy man or priest. I do namaskara when I greet my teach-
ers and my schoolmates. I show that I know God is in them.

I do namaskara in the direction of the temple even if I am just I
walking by. I do that to honor God. I do namaskara when I attend
the temple or go into my home shrine room. First I do it to each of
the Gods at their shrine. Then I hold my hands in namaskara when
the flame is shown during the puja. I do a big namaskara and raise
my hands over my head at the high point of the puja. I see God in
the temple, and I know that God is within me too. I show my love
for God.

Namaskara is how we Hindus greet each other. We don’t shake
hands or embrace when we meet. Boys and men shake hands with
people only if it would be very impolite not to. Girls and women
never shake hands with anyone, ever.

How do we do namaskara? What is the hand position called? Who
should we do namaskara to? When do we do namaskara in the tem-
ple? Should we ever shake hands with other people?

Lord Ganesha is a very great soul created by Supreme God Siva.

Or he can give up and
turn back. He prays to Lord Ganesha. Lord Ganesha hears. He
looks at the climber from the Sivaloka. Suddenly the climber no-
tices a path to the right. It goes around the cliff. Ganesha showed
him a way around the obstacle. But what if Lord Ganesha had seen
a big storm coming? The climber suddenly thought to himself,
“This cliff is too big. It is dangerous. I must turn back.” He never
knew the storm would make him fall. This is Ganesha’s grace. He
works in a subtle way, an unseen way, to protect us.

I want to have a new bicycle, but I don’t have enough money. I pray
to Lord Ganesha, “Lord Ganesha, please help me get a new bicycle.”
I wait for a few days for His response. My cousin comes to visit
from another town. He is an expert in bicycle repair. He fixes my
old bicycle even better than new. That was Lord Ganesha’s answer.

The third power is to have good relations with all the
business people and public officials. The fourth is to bring forth
our refined Hindu culture of art, music, dance and drama. The
fifth power is to give in heartfelt charity. By my worship of Lord
Ganesha I bring these five great powers into my life.

We celebrate these five shaktis of Lord Ganesha in the modern
five-day home festival of Pancha Ganapati from December 21 to
25. It is a time of gift-giving and celebration. Each day we honor a
different power of Lord Ganesha.

17. Supreme God Siva

Supreme God Siva is Love, Truth and Bliss. He creates, preserves,
destroys, conceals and reveals. He is the source of all three worlds,
of all forms, of time itself. He is Paramesvara, the “Supreme Lord.”

God is the energy behind all of creation. He is the power that makes
the electrons and protons into atoms, and the atoms into molecules.
The entire universe is alive with Him. Everywhere is His mind, His
thoughts, His love. He is Parashakti, the “Supreme Energy.”

But God’s true or ultimate nature is beyond time, form, space, en-
ergy, and the mind. The great saints and sages have discovered this
true nature. They call it Parasiva, or “Transcendent Siva.” That
means the state of Siva beyond all other states. After years of medi-
tation and striving they found Parasiva. In that state only God ex-
ists. There is no second person. The raindrop returns to the ocean.
Now there is only ocean. This is the ultimate goal. It is called Self-
Realization, or God-Realization, the discovery that we are One with
God. It takes great striving and lifetimes to reach this goal. There is
no greater attainment than to realize the Self, to realize God. There
is no greater knowledge than Self-Realization. Ultimately every soul
will have this realization.

Each of the Gods has a vahana, a mount that they ride upon. Lord
Siva rides upon Nandi, a large white bull with a black tail. Lord
Muruga rides upon Mayura, a peacock. And Lord Ganesha rides
upon Mushika, a mouse. You will always see the vahana outside the
shrines in the temple. It is one way to know which God the shrine
is for. The vahanas help us understand Supreme God Siva, Lords
Muruga and Ganesha.

The bull is a very powerful animal. He is hard to tame. But Siva has
tamed Nandi. In the same way Siva tames us. Our ego sometimes
makes us not want to follow God’s law. But Siva’s love tames our
ego, just as Siva’s love tamed Nandi. Nandi always kneels in front of
Siva. He never takes his eyes off of Siva. In the same way, we will
not forget Siva. Like Nandi, we will be a perfect devotee of Supreme
God Siva.

The peacock is very beautiful, just as our religion is beautiful. Lord
Muruga is a beautiful God. Muruga makes our religious life beau-
tiful. The peacock is also powerful. It can kill a cobra, a very dan-
gerous snake. This shows Muruga has power over danger. He can
protect us.

Lord Ganesha rides upon Mushika, a mouse. The mouse is small
and able to get into anything. Mushika can carry Lord Ganesha’s
love and grace into everyone’s life. Lord Ganesha has the power to
control even the smallest things in our lives.

Lord Siva’s Trisula, Lord Muruga’s Vel and Lord Ganesha’s Noose
and Goad are symbols of their energy or power. Like the vahanas,
these symbols teach us about each God.

The Trisula is a three-pronged spear or trident. It symbolizes
Supreme God Siva’s three forms of energy: love, action and wis-
dom. In Sanskrit these energies are called iccha, kriya and jnana
shaktis. With these three energies He creates, preserves and de-
stroys the universe. He creates our souls. He lovingly and wisely
guides them back to Himself.

Lord Muruga’s Vel is a lance or spear. It symbolizes His power of
spiritual insight. “Spiritual insight” means the power to see and
understand what is true and right. By worshipping Lord Muruga
we get this insight. That is the Vel’s power. We say Lord Muruga
throws His Vel and breaks up the ignorance of our mind. The Vel
then returns to Lord Muruga’s hand. In some famous temples,
only the Vel of Lord Muruga is worshipped.

Lord Ganesha’s noose symbolizes His power to stop things from
happening. His goad symbolizes His power to make things hap-
pen. We seek Lord Ganesha’s blessings before we begin something
new. If that thing is not good for us, then His noose will hold us
back. And if it is good, then He uses His goad to make us move
forward. We have to wait a few days after we make our prayer.
Then there will be a sign from Lord Ganesha to go ahead or not.

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21. Nama Sivaya

A mantra is a sacred sound, syllable, word or phrase which has
special power. A mantra is in the Sanskrit language and comes
from a scripture, such as the Vedas. Most of the mantras are an-
cient and have been chanted for thousands of years. There is pow-
er to their very sound. Japa is repeating mantras quietly to oneself.
The sound makes our mind peaceful and quiet. It brings peace to
the room or building in which we chant. Other people can feel
that peace. During puja the priests chant the mantras very loudly.
The sound reaches from our world to heaven. The Gods and devas
hear the mantras and know that puja is happening.

The most important mantra for Saivites is “Nama Sivaya.” It
means “Adoration to Siva.” It is like saying “I love and adore you,
Supreme God Siva.” We call it the Panchakshara or “five letters.”
Nama Sivaya is from the Yajur Veda. Our philosophy is summa-
rized in just these five letters. Na is the concealing grace, Ma is the
world, Si stands for Siva, Va is His revealing grace, Ya is the soul.

We can chant Nama Sivaya any time. But to be really powerful, we
must hear the mantra from a spiritual teacher. This happens in a
special ceremony called mantra diksha, or mantra initiation. The
mantra is sacred, it is not just a word. For thousands of years the
mantra has been given from teacher to student. That power is given
by initiation.

A guru is a teacher of any subject, such as music or dance. A satgu-
ru is the most important guru. He is a saint who has realized God.
He is now working to help others realize God. Only when we real-
ly want to advance spiritually will we find a guru. For example,
you might like to paint. In fact, you are rather good at painting.
But you want to become a professional painter. You could try on
your own, but it would take years and years. Better to find some-
one to teach you. In the same way, when we really want to know
God, we must find a teacher. That is the satguru. We always re-
spect the satguru.

But learning about God isn’t like learning how to paint. The guru
doesn’t just teach you about religion like it was a school subject.
He works to break your three bonds of anava, karma and maya.
It is hard work for him, and hard work for you too. The guru is
going to make you change—change how you think, how you live,
how you treat other people.

There are rules about gurus. They are called “guru protocol.” Al-
ways bring a gift when you meet a guru, at least fruit or a flower. It
is traditional to touch his feet or prostrate fully. Always sit lower
than the guru. If you decide to ask a guru’s advice on a particular
matter, then you must follow the advice he gives. Never lie to a
guru, don’t argue with him, never criticize him. God works direct-
ly through the guru. Always remember this. Rare and holy is the
true sat guru.

23. The Weaver Saint

Tiruvalluvar (“Holy Weaver”) lived with his wife in South India
about 2,200 years ago. He is believed to have been a private secre-
tary to the king. Tiruvalluvar is famous today for his book
Tirukural. It is a collection of 1,330 four-line stanzas on a wide
range of subjects. He writes about God, saints, family life, nonvio-
lence, business and how to run a kingdom. The second verse says,
“’What has learning profited a man, if it has not led him to wor-
ship the Good Feet of Him who is pure knowledge itself?” This
like saying, “Why study so many things if as a result we do not
worship God? God is really the source of all knowledge. Learning
is of no use if we do not use it to become closer to God.” There is
no better book in the world on ethics. Ethics are the rules of how
to behave, that is, what is right and wrong to do. In South India,
the Tirukural is sworn upon in the courts of law.

We know a few things about Tiruvalluvar’s life. A marriage was
proposed for him with Vasuki, a virtuous maiden. Tiruvalluvar de-
cided to test her. He gave her a bucket of sand and said, “Cook this
rice for me.” Vasuki did not question, but took the sand and
cooked it as rice. By the power of her virtue, the sand indeed
turned into rice. So she became his wife.

Tiruvalluvar called Vasuki, who was drawing water from the well.
Vasuki came immediately. The bucket remained hanging midway
in the air! Because of her virtue, even nature came under her pow-
er. A virtuous wife only thinks about her husband. She is coopera-
tive, obedient and helpful in every way. Because of Vasuki’s virtue,
her husband was able to write a great masterpiece.

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25. Singing to God

Bhajana are simple songs in praise of God and the Gods. Often
they are in Sanskrit. One is “Ganesha Saranam, Saranam Gane-
sha.” This is like saying, “I take refuge in you, Lord Ganesha. Please
watch over me.” Another is, “Vel Vel Muruga, Shakti Vel Muruga.”
This is like saying, “Oh Lord Muruga, may your powerful Vel pro-
tect and bless me.” Another is, “Siva, Siva, Siva, Siva Sivayanama
Aum.” This is like saying, “Oh Lord Siva I praise You and Your
most sacred mantra, Sivayanama. Please come and bless me.” In
the normal form we sing a line, then everyone present repeats the
same line. But sometimes there are entire songs that everyone
knows and sings together.

We sing bhajana to show our love of God. We sing bhajana to feel
God’s love for us. It does not matter if we sing well or not. It does
not matter if there are any musical instruments. It does not matter
if we know just one song or many songs. It does not matter if we
have many people singing or just one. What does matter is that we
feel love and devotion when we sing. When we sing with devotion
God can hear us. He sends His love and blessings to us.

Bhajana is part of every puja. In the temple we can sing when the
priest closes the curtain after the abhishekam. He will be busy
dressing the Deity then, and we can sing. No one needs an invita-
tion to sing, we can just start. One person after another, young or
old, can lead the singing. During the chariot festival we follow the
chariot and sing. At home we can sing as part of our worship in
our shrine room, or as part of any family gathering. Sometimes
there are special evenings when we gather at the temple or a
friend’s home for bhajana in a big group. Everyone joins in to sing
their love for God. At school our class can sing bhajana together.
Special groups are often formed to lead the bhajana.

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Agama: A very large collection of ancient San-
skrit scriptures. They are sruti, that is, revealed
scriptures and have equal authority to the
Vedas. The major Hindu sects—Saivism,
Vaishnavism and Saktism—each have their
own agamas. Agamas are the primary source
for instructions on temple ritual and construc-
tion, philosophy and yoga. (page 4).

All-pervading: Present everywhere at once.
Said of God. (page 44).

Altar: Specifically, a fire altar is a square or cir-
cle of bricks with a pit in the middle for the
fire. The construction is explained in detail in
the Yajur Veda. They are often three layers high
and measure from two feet across to ten or
more feet. (page 68).

Anava: One of the three malas or bonds, along
with karma and maya, that bind the soul. The
effect of anava is to make us think we are sepa-
rate and distinct from God. After many life-
times, we finally break this veil of ignorance
and realize the Truth—that we are one with
God. (page 29).

Ancestor: Any member of our family from
whom we are descended. Usually someone
who lived long before us. (page 25)

Angel: English word for deva. (page 13).

Anjali Mudra: A gesture of respect, part of na-
maskara, the Hindu greeting. The hands,
slightly cupped, are held softly together in
front of the chest. (page 49).

Antarloka: The subtle, unseen world of exis-
tence between our physical world and the
world of the Gods. This world has a higher
rate of vibration than our world. Souls be-
tween birth live here as devas. We can also en-
ter this world while we sleep. (page 13).

Ardhanarisvara: Sanskrit for “Half-female
God.” Lord Siva as half man and half woman,
showing that God is neither male nor female.
(page 20).

Ashamed: Being embarrassed because of be-
having in a foolish or arrogant manner. (page
69).

Ashrama Dharma: The traditional Hindu pat-
tern of life in four stages: student (age 12 to
24); householder (24 to 48); elder advisor (48
to 72); religious solitaire (beyond 72).

Asura: A evil spirit on the lower levels of the
antarloka. Asuras can and do cause problems
to humans. However, they eventually evolve
out of this state and become good. (page 13).

Atharva Veda: Last of the four Vedas. Contains
720 hymns of prayer, magical charms and
spells and philosophy. (page 24).

Aum: A sacred sound for Hindus, used at the
beginning of many scriptures and chants.
“Aum” is chanted aloud or silently in medita-
tion to quiet our mind. The first sound when
Siva created the universe. (page 97).

Auspicious: Favorable, of good omen, forebod-
ing well. (page 116).

Austerity: Self-denial and discipline, physical or
mental. Simple austerities are fasting or pros-
trating 108 times. Difficult austerities are kava-
di, standing always, putting chili peppers on the
skin, rolling around the temple in the hot sun,
etc. (page 93).

Auvaiyar: A great Saivite women saint and poet
of South India. (page 56).

Banyan: A very large tree common in India. It
is a symbol of Hinduism. Like Hinduism, the
banyan branches out in all direction, draws
from many roots, spreads shade far and wide,

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yet stems from one great trunk. (page 80).

Benevolent: Inclined to do good, to be charita-
ble and kindly. (page 116).

Bhajana: Simple sacred songs sung by one or
more devotees, often repeated by a group.
(page 97).

Bhuloka: The physical world or plane. The
world in which we live in our physical bodies.
(page 13).

Birth: By “take birth” we mean to incarnate in a
physical body in the bhuloka or earth world
from the antarloka or heaven world. (page 41).

Brahma: The name of God as Creator. Saivites
consider Brahma, Vishnu and Rudra to be
three of five aspects of Siva. However, in other
traditions and certain stories, they are consid-
ered to be separate Gods. (page 69).

Chakra: A wheel, symbol of time. In yoga
chakra refers to certain psychic force centers
within the body of man. (page 32).

Chariot: A large-wheeled cart with many deco-
rations. Used during temple festivals to carry
the Deity through the streets. (page 97).

Charity: Giving money, food or other things
to people in need. (page 57).

Chaturthi: The fourth day after the new
moon. (page 57).

Conspicuous: Easy to see, obvious. (page 4).

Creation: One of Lord Siva’s five powers is the
power to create everything—plants, animals,
souls, worlds, stars, everything in the universe
and the heavens. These are all created out of
Lord Siva’s Divine Mind Itself, not out of inan-
imate or lifeless matter. (page 45).

Culture: A refined and dignified way of life de-
veloped over a long time. (page 57).

Dakshinamurthi: “South-facing form.” Lord
Siva shown sitting under a banyan tree. With-

out speaking he taught the sages at his feet.
(page 80).

Deity: God or a God. Specifically the stone or
metal image of God in the temple. The “Pa-
rade Deity” is an image taken out of the tem-
ple on special days in procession. (page 97).

Deva: A soul living in heaven in a subtle, non-
physical body. Devas are people like us who are
in-between births on this physical plane. Some
devas are more advanced and no longer take
physical birth. (page 13).

Devil: Satan, a totally evil being. In Christian
and other western religions, the devil fights
with God and tempts us to be wicked. In Hin-
duism there is no devil, as God is everywhere
and in all things. (page 13).

Devonic: Of or relating to the devas or their
world. (page 112).

Devotee: Someone who is especially devoted to
God or his guru. (page 73).

Devotion: To have great love, faith and loyalty
for God or one’s guru. (page 80).

Dharma: The inherent order of the universe.
God’s law as it applies to all things and all be-
ings. Dharma is the path for the soul that takes
it closer to God. (page 33).

Diksha: Initiation. A special blessing from a
priest, teacher or guru. Diksha opens a deeper
spiritual connection between the teacher and
the person. This inner connection is necessary
for us to understand the true meaning of the
spiritual teachings. There are several forms of
diksha, each drawing the person deeper into his
spiritual being. (page 81).

Dissolution: To dissolve or break into parts. An-
other word for destruction. (page 112)

Divine: Of or inspired by God, holy, sacred.
(page 4).

Ego: Our external identity. The often selfish
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sense of “I” and “mine.” (page 73).

Elder: Anyone older than ourselves, but espe-
cially our parents, grandparents, aunts and un-
cles. We go to our elders for advice and guid-
ance for our lives. (page 33).

Energy: Power. Specifically, Shakti, Siva’s di-
vine power. The active power or manifest ener-
gy of Siva that pervades all of existence. (page
65).

Eternal: Without beginning or end. (page
100).

Ethics: The code or system of morals of a na-
tion, people or religion. Rules for proper liv-
ing. (page 89).

Faith: Trust or belief. Specifically, a religion.
(page 100).

Fate: In Western thinking a power outside
man’s control that determines future events.
The Hindu concept of karma is much different
from the western concept of fate. First, karma
is made by the person himself, not imposed
from outside. Second, he can alter the return
of this karma by how he lives, penance, bless-
ing of God and so forth. (page 37).

Festival: Special day or days to worship God
and celebrate. (page 57).

Ganapathi: “Leader of the ganas.” Another
name for Lord Ganesha. Ganas are a kind of
deva who help God Siva. (page 57).

Ganesha: The God with an elephant’s head, first
Son of Lord Siva. Ganesha is honored by all
Hindu sects. He is always worshipped first be-
fore any other worship or undertaking is begun.
(page 53).

Ghee: Butter that has been boiled and strained.

God-Realization: The direct and personal ex-
perience of being one with God. (page 65).

God: God: Lord Siva, the Supreme Being, cre-
ator of the universe and everyone and every-
thing in it. Also a God, such as Lord Ganesha
or Lord Muruga. (page 32).

Grace: A gift from God given out of His love.
Lord Siva’s revealing grace, anugraha shakti, by
which souls awaken to their true, Divine nature.
(page 17).

Guardian Deva: A deva in the heaven worlds
assigned to help us in this world, usually in un-
seen ways. (page 25).

Guru: A teacher, most especially a saintly per-
son who helps us come closer to God. (page
85).

Harmony: To work pleasingly together, to be in
agreement, peaceable. (page 57).

Heaven: The higher unseen worlds where the
souls live between births. Includes the Antar-
loka, or astral plane, where souls live between
births, and the Sivaloka, the world of the Gods.
(page 1).

Hell: In Christianity, Hell is an eternal place of
punishment for evil souls. Hindus do not be-
lieve in an eternal hell where souls are tor-
mented forever. But there are lower realms of
the inner worlds where souls suffer terrible
emotions of hatred, fear, etc., as a result of
their own self-created karma. (p. 13)

Heralded: To be announced as. (page 93).

Hindu: Of or related to Hinduism. (page 57).

Hinduism: The oldest religion in the world. It
has 700 million followers, mostly in India. Fol-
lowers believe in Vedas, Agamas, temple, guru,
karma, dharma, reincarnation and that God is
everywhere and in all things. Called in Sanskrit
Sanatana Dharma, “eternal religion.” (page 37).

Homage: Showing respect, honor or reverence.
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(page 114).

Householder: A family person, with home, chil-
dren, etc. (page 33).

Iccha Shakti: God Siva’s Divine power of love.

Ignorance: Specifically, our inability to under-
stand our true divine nature. (page 77).

Immortality: Deathlessness. (page 118).

Infinite: Without beginning or end. (page 100).

Initiation: See Diksha.

Insight: Specifically, spiritual insight is the abili-
ty to see inner truth. The ability to see the di-
vine purpose in the events of our life and to un-
derstand the spiritual laws. (page 61).

Japa: To repeat a mantra or sacred sound with
concentration. Japa is done silently or aloud
and often on a strand of beads. (page 81).

Jnana Shakti: God Siva’s Divine power of wis-
dom. (page 77).

Karma: The principle of cause and effect. Our
good actions create good karma. Sooner or later
this good karma returns. Someone does some-
thing good to us. But our bad actions return in
unpleasant ways. Karma created in one lifetime
can be experienced in another. (page 37).

Kriyamana: The new karma being created in
our present life. (page 37).

Kriya Shakti: God Siva’s Divine power of ac-
tion. (page 77).

Kukarma: Bad karma. Action harmful to anoth-
er. (page 37).

Lance: A spear, specifically the one carried by
Lord Muruga called the Vel. (page 36).

Liberation: See Moksha.

Lord: God Siva or a God, such as Lord Ganesha
or Lord Muruga. (page 8).

Love-offering: Donation. Gift given out of
love, specifically to a temple, ashram, guru, etc.
(page 56).

Mahakala: “Great time.” A form of Lord Siva,
who is beyond time. (page 12).

Mankolam: “Mango design.” The paisley, sym-
bol of auspiciousness. (page 24).

Mantra: A Sanskrit word or sentence taken
from scripture. Chanted during puja or as a
blessing meals, meetings, etc. (page 97).

Matted: Tangled together in a dense mass. Yo-
gis who spend long years in sadhana and tapas
may have matter hair. (page 116).

Maya: The world of form, created out of God
Siva’s grace. One of the soul’s three bonds
which must be overcome to attain God-Real-
ization. (page 29).

Meditate: To sit quietly and think only about
God. To become quiet we can breath deeply
and evenly and chant “Aum” silently. (page
104).

Merit: Specifically, to earn. (page 93)

Mind: Specifically, the mind of God Siva within
which everything and everyone exists. (page 65)

Modaka: A special sweet of rice, coconut and
sugar prepared for Lord Ganesha. (page 57).

Moksha: “Liberation.” Release from the round
of births and deaths. Occurs after karma has
been resolved and God-Realization attained.
(page 45).

Mudra: Special hand gestures used in puja,
dance and yoga. (page 49).

Mukti Upanishad: A 14th century scripture
dealing in part with yoga. (page 92).

Muruga: The second son of Lord Siva, after
Lord Ganesha. A powerful God who carries a
spear and rides on a peacock. (page 61).

Mushika: The mouse Lord Ganesha rides
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upon, symbol of abundance. (page 73).

Mystic: As an adjective mystic means having
magical powers. (page 80).

Namaskara: The Hindu form of greeting. The
hands are pressed together in front of the chest
and the head slightly bowed. (page 49).

Nandi: The large white bull that Lord Siva
rides upon, the perfect devotee. (page 73).

Nataraja: Lord Siva as the King of Dance. He
dances his five powers of creation, preserva-
tion, destruction, concealing and revealing
grace. (page 4).

Nonviolence: Ahimsa. To not cause harm to
others physically, mentally or emotionally. A
central Hindu principle. (p. 89).

Obscuring Grace: One of Lord Siva’s five great
powers. He hides our true divine nature from
us until our soul is mature. (page 45).

Obstacle: Something that is in our way. Specif-
ically, Lord Ganesha magically places or re-
moves obstacles in our life to guide our ac-
tions. (page 53).

Pada: A major section of an Agama. (page 12).

Paingala Upanishad: A 12-verse dialog be-
tween Sage Yajnavalkya and his disciple
Paingala covering a wide range of topics, in-
cluding liberation. Part of the Yajur Veda.
(page 20).

Panchakshara: “Five-lettered chant.” That is,
Namasivaya, Saivism’s foremost sacred
mantram. (page 81).

Paramesvara: Name of Lord Siva, specifically
as the Supreme Mahadeva, origin of the uni-
verse. (page 65).

Parampara: A line of gurus, each formally initi-
ated by the previous to hold the spiritual power
and carry on the tradition. There are many,
many paramparas in Hinduism. (page 84).

Parashakti: God Siva as the energy and con-
sciousness behind all creation. (page 65).

Parasiva: The supreme, transcendent state of
Siva, beyond time, form and space. This state
is beyond the grasp of consciousness and de-
fies description. It can only be understood by
direct experience, God-Realization. (page 65).

Perfect: Complete in all respects and without
any flaw whatsoever. (page 29).

Philosophy: A system of understanding the
basic principles of life. (page 81).

Plantain: Banana. (page 56).

Pranava: The mantra Aum. The first thing cre-
ated by God Siva is Aum. (page 5).

Prarabdha Karma: That part of our total kar-
ma (sanchita karma) which is affecting this
life. The prarabhda karma shapes the events
and conditions of this life. (page 37).

Pray: To ask God for help, special favors or
blessings. (page 21).

Prayer: A humble and sincere request to God.
(page 24).

Preservation: One of the five powers of Lord
Siva, that which maintains and protects His
creation. (page 45).

Priest: A person specially trained to do the
puja to God in the temple. A priest knows San-
skrit and the traditional rituals. (page 49).

Primal Lord: Siva, the uncreated, original, per-
fect God. (page 114).

Principle: A fundamental truth or law upon
which other laws and rules are based. (page
37).

Prostrate: To lay flat on the ground, a symbol
of submission and respect. Done before God,
saints, parents and elders. (page 85).

Protocol: Rules about how to behave, especial-
ly towards important religious or political peo-
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ple. (page 85).

Puja: The Hindu form of worship to God. It
includes offering incense, lamps, water, food
and flowers, plus the chanting of Sanskrit vers-
es. (page 30).

Punarjanma: Reincarnation. The process by
which a soul is born into a physical body. (page
41).

Radiance: Sending out rays of light, shining
brightly. (page 68).

Realization: To fully understand, to become
aware of. We speak of “God-Realization,”
meaning the experience of understanding that
we are one with God. (page 65).

Rebirth: To be born again. See Reincarnation.
(page 41).

Refuge: Shelter or protection from danger.
(page 97).

Reincarnation: “Re-entering the flesh.” The
process by which a soul takes a new physical
body. Called punarjanma in Sanskrit. Souls get
a better or worse birth according to their good
and bad karma created in previous lives. (page
41).

Religion: A system among men for the worship
of God, usually including scriptures, beliefs,
priests and spiritual and moral guidelines.
(page 73).

Religious: To be devoted to God. (page 17).

Revealing Grace: One of the five powers of
God Siva. His gift of knowledge, through which
the soul is freed from the bonds of anava, kar-
ma and maya. Revealing Grace comes with ini-
tiation by a satguru. (page 45).

Revere: To regard with great respect, love and
awe. (page 49).

Rita Dharma: The inherent order of the uni-
verse, created out of God’s intelligence. The
laws of nature that control the universe and

everything in it. (page 33).

Sacred: Something we respect because of its
closeness to God. (page 81).

Sage: A wise and religious person. (page 65).

Saint. A holy person of any religion. (page 65).

Saivite: One who worships Lord Siva as the
Supreme God. Oldest of the four sects of Hin-
duism. (page 81).

Sanchita Karma: The sum total karma of this
and all our past lives. (page 37).

Sanskrit: The ancient language of India in
which the Hindu scriptures are written. (page
41).

Satan: The devil. In Christianity, the most evil
of all beings who is against God and tempts
souls into wrong doing. In Hinduism every-
thing is seen as part of God, and there is no
Satan. (page 13).

Satguru: A great religious teacher who has at-
tained God-Realization. It is the satguru who
works to break our three bonds of anava, kar-
ma and maya. A satguru is necessary for us to
attain God-Realization. (page 85).

Scripture: A book written about God, religious
beliefs and practices. (page 81).

Seer: A mystic, a rishi. A wise being who sees
and understands beyond the limits of our or-
dinary sight and thoughts. (page 52).

Self: With capital “S”, Self refers to the Self
God, Siva as Absolute Reality, Parasiva—That
which abides at the core of every soul. (page
65).

Self-Realization: Direct knowing of Siva as Ab-
solute Reality, the Self God. The ultimate spiri-
tual attainment. (page 65).

Shakti: Power, energy. (page 61).

Shrine: In the temple, a place beside the main
sanctum where an image of a God is kept. Also
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a room set aside in a house for worship of
God. (page 25).

Shukla: “Bright” or “White.” Specifically the
Shukla Yajur Veda. There are two versions of
the Yajur Veda, the Shukla and the Krishna.
They contain almost the same material, but in
different order. (page 20).

Siva: The Supreme God, Creator of the Uni-
verse. His five powers are creation, preserva-
tion, destruction, concealing grace and reveal-
ing grace. (page 1).

Sivalinga: A round stone set in a base, symbol
of God beyond name and form. (page 8).

Sivaloka: The world of Siva, the Gods and
highly evolved souls. The highest and most re-
fined part of the heaven worlds. (page 13).

Sivayanama: An alternate form of Namasivaya.
(page 97).

Soul: The innermost part of us, created by
Lord Siva. Called atman in Sanskrit. The soul
never dies, but takes on one physical body after
another until we know God. (page 17).

Spirit Body: A non-physical body which lives
and moves in the heaven worlds. (page 5).

Spiritual: Having to do with God and our
higher, soul nature. (page 37).

Sukarma: Good or positive karma. (page 37).

Svadharma: Personal Dharma or law. The
proper pattern to live our life, as determined
by our past karma and present birth. (page
33).

Swastika: A cross with bent arms. This very
ancient Hindu symbol means God must be ap-
proached indirectly, not directly. (page 56).

Symbol: One thing used to represent another.
For example, the rudraksha bead is a symbol
of God’s love. (page 8).

Temple: The home of God. Saivite temples are

built according to instructions in the Saiva
Agamas. It is easy to feel the presence of God
in a temple. (page 3).

Taittiriya Upanishad: A scripture which is part
of the Krishna Yajur Veda. Deals with language,
God and the attainment of bliss. (page 32).

Tirukural: A book on ethics written by Tiru-
valluvar in 200BCE. In 133 chapters of ten four-
line verses each the author deals with God,
ethics, dharma, conduct, wealth, kingship and
desire. (page 89).

Tirumantiram: A book of 3,047 verses written
by Rishi Tirumular. It summarizes the con-
tents of the Agamas, and deals extensively with
complex Saivite philosophy. (page 44).

Tirumurai: A twelve-book collection of hymns
and writings of South India Saivite saints,
compiled in 1000CE by Saint Nambiyandar
Nambi. (page 60).

Tiruvalluvar: Tamil weaver and householder
saint, author of the Tirukural. (page 89).

Traditional: A belief, custom and story which
has been handed down from generation to
generation. (page 85).

Transcendent: Beyond both the seen and un-
seen worlds, said of God Siva. (page 65).

Trident: See Trisula.

Tripundra: The Saivite sectarian mark of three
horizontal lines of holy ash on the brow, often
with a dot at the third eye. (page 28).

Trisula: Siva’s three-pronged spear. The three
points symbolize God Siva’s three forms of en-
ergy: love, action and wisdom. (page 77).

Universe: The entire physical universe we can
see. God Siva has created other universes as
well, other than the one we live in. (page 5).

Upanishad: The fourth and final portion of
each Veda. Upanishads usually explain the
philosophic meaning of the Veda. (page 8).
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Vahana: An animal upon which a God rides, a
symbol of some power of that God. (page 73).

Vedas: The Hindu scriptures written thou-
sands of years ago in the Sanskrit language.
The oldest books in the world. (page 5).

Vel: The powerful spear carried by Lord Muru-
ga. (page 61).

Vibhuti: Holy ash, especially sacred for all
Saivites. It is made by burning cow dung with
other precious substances, milk, ghee, honey,
etc. It symbolizes purity. (page 28).

Vinayaka: A name of Lord Ganesha, specifical-
ly as the remover of obstacles. (page 56).

Visarjana: “Departure.” Ganesha Visarjana is
the 11th day after Ganesha Chaturthi. On this
day clay images of Ganesha are immersed in a
river or the ocean as the conclusion of ten days
of festival.(page 57).

Vishnu: Regarded as the Supreme God by
Vaishnavite Hindus. (page 69).

Worship: To show our love for God by chant-
ing, singing songs, or making offerings of in-
cense, lights and food. (page 53).

Yajur Veda: Second of the four Vedas. Contains
the chants and instructions for fire worship.
Many of the Sanskrit chants used in temple
worship come from this Veda. (page 8).

Yoga: The many practices, such as meditation,
breathing, japa, postures of the body and
hands, that are used by yogis to reach divine
consciousness. (page 61).
